Attica, or the Attic peninsula, is a historical region that
encompasses the city of Athens, the capital of Greece, and
its countryside. It is a peninsula projecting into the Aegean
Sea, bordering on Boeotia to the north and Megaris to the
west.

You will stop to have a lovely, Dinner in Plaka, within
walking distance from the hotel.

You will also have teaching at the little rock hill called the Areopagus (Mars Hill). This is where Paul
made his famous Mars Hill sermon. The Areopagus is a prominent rock outcropping located
northwest of the Acropolis in Athens, Greece. Its English name is the Late Latin composite form of
the Greek name Areios Pagos, translated "Hill of Ares”.

Afterward, you will visit the Agora, a central public space in ancient Greek city-states. It is the best
representation of a city-state’s response to accommeodate the social and political order of the polis,

You will then proceed to Hadrian's Arch, most commonly known in Greek as Hadrian's Gate, which is
a monumental gateway resembling - in some respects - a Roman triumphal arch. It spanned an
ancient road from the center of Athens, Greece, to the complex of structures on the eastern side of
the city that included the Temple of Olympian Zeus.

Stop at the first Olympic Stadium and see Constitution Square or Syntagma Square, the central
square of Athens. The square is named after the Constitution that Otto, the first King of Greece, was
obliged to grant after a popular and military uprising on 3 September 1843.

Here you will see the site of this important Early Church and see the synagogue L ~ 3

where Paul spoke and at the Bema where he stood. He was tried by the Roman
Governor, and one of Corinth's most striking ancient buildings - the Temple of
Apollo, seven of who's original 38 columns still stand.

You will stop at the Corinth Canal that connects the Gulf of Corinth in the lonian Sea
with the Saronic Gulf in the Aegean Sea. It cuts through the narrow Isthmus of
Corinth and separates the Peloponnese from the Greek mainland, arguably making
the peninsula an island. The canal was dug through the isthmus at sea level and has
no locks.

Enjoy a Greek lunch together and then return to Athens for a free afterncon at your °‘~ B Al '
leisure. You'll be transferred back to your hotel for Dinner together at the hotel . e ——

Though not Biblical, the visit
to this island is always a highlight! Santorini is one of the Cyclades islands in the
Aegean Sea. It was devastated by a volcanic eruption in the 16th century BC, forever
shaping its rugged landscape.

The whitewashed, cubiform houses of its 2 principal towns, Fira and Qia, cling to cliffs
above an underwater caldera (crater). They overlock the sea, small islands to the
west, and beaches made up of black, red, and white lava pebbles. Considered by
many, one of the most beautiful places on earth!

You will have free time to sit and enjoy the amazing views, ride bicycles, take a 4-

This morning, you will relish your delicious breakfast at the hotel.

Today you will enjoy a full Rome city tour with a private bus and a local
guide with entrance included (Colosseum, Forum + Carcere Mamertino)

You will visit the Colosseum, which was built by the revenue from the
gold of the Temple at Jerusalem when it was destroyed. An oval
amphitheater in the center of the city of Rome, Italy, just east of the
Roman Forum and is the largest ancient amphitheater ever built, and is
still the largest standing amphitheater in the world today, despite its age.

You will then visit the important Arch of Titus which documents this. It is
a Roman Triumphal Arch that was erected by Domitian at the foot of the
Palatine hill on the Via Sacra in the Forum Romanum, Rome. It
commemorates the victories of his father Vespasian and brother Titus in
the Jewish War in Judaea (70-71 CE) when the great city of Jerusalem
was sacked and the vast riches of its temple plundered. The arch is also
a political and religious statement expressing the divinity of the late
emperor Titus.

In the same area, you will visit the underground precious prison now
called the Mamertine Museum. This is the prison where Paul was kept
during his important Roman writings and where Peter was also held.

Lunch at a local restaurant {included)

After Lunch. you will also explore with your guide the famous "Fontana di
Trevi® or the Trevi Fountain in the Piazza di Trevi square. The almost 100ft
high statue was built against the back of the Palazzo Poli building. The
name ‘La Fontana di Trevi' is derived from tre via, or three roads. Three
roads used to come together at the site of the fountain.

You will then proceed to the Spanish Steps. The Spanish Steps are a set
of steps in Rome, ltaly, climbing a steep slope between the Piazza di
Spagna at the base and Piazza Trinita dei Monti, dominated by the Trinita
dei Monti church at the top. They represent figuratively and
metaphorically the close relationship between the Sacred and the
Eternal city. shown through the elevation and vastness of the monument.
The longest and widest steps in Eurcpe are also an important landmark
in Rome as they host events and are home to Italian traditions.




From there we go to the Pantheon the best-preserved monument of
Ancient Rome and one of the most beautiful, it is located in the
picturesque Piazza della Rotonda with the wonderful fountain designed
by Giacomo Della Porta.

The Tour ends at Piazza Navona which became the most beautiful
square in Rome with the amazing Fountain of the Four Rivers built by
Gian Lorenzo Bernini, who designed it as a base for an Egyptian Obelisk,
with the Church of Sant'Agnese in Agone and the Pamphilj Palace built
by Girolamo Rainaldi and Francesco Borromini.

In that capacity, MTT
exercises all reasonable care possible to ensure
the traveler's safety and satisfaction, but., Mission
Travel Tours neither assumes nor bears any
responsibility or liability for any injury, death,
damage, loss, accident, delay, or irregularity arising
in connection with the services of any airplane,
train, ship, automobile, motor coach, carriage, or
other conveyance, or the actions of any third-party
involved in carrying the traveler or in affecting
these tours. MTT is not responsible for damages,
additional expenses, or any other losses due to
cancellation, delay or other changes in air or other
services, sickness, weather, strike, war, civil
disturbances, acts or threats of terrorism, travel
warnings or bans. termination or suspension of war
risks or other carrier insurance, quarantine, acts of
God or other causes beyond its control.

In addition and without limitation, MTT is not
responsible for any injury, delay, loss, death,
inconvenience, or damage to personal property in
connection with the provision of any goods or
services whether resulting from but not imited to
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acts of God or force majeure, illness, disease, acts
of war, civil unrest, insurrection or revolt, animals,
strikes or other labor activities, criminal or terrorist
activities of any kind, overbooking or downgrading
of services, food poisoning. mechanical or other
failure of aircraft or other means of transportation
or for the failure of any transportation mechanism
to arrive or depart on time.

and exclusively by binding arbitration in Florida,
US, in accordance with the rules of the Arbitration
Association then existent.
